Gifted and Talented Guidance for Primary Schools

Identification of Talented Athletes
Talented people within Primary Physical Education (PE) can be identified through ‘PE within Schools’, and ‘Sport Specific Activities’ including community sport. 

Schools are advised to hold registers for children of primary age who are considered Gifted and Talented (G&T) in PE and Sport in line with Essex County Council Guidelines for both:

· Talented Athletes in Physical Education (TAPE)

· Talented Athletes in Specific Sports (TASS)

*

As a Partnership we would like to ensure that every school has a G&T register for PE and School Sport. An example of a G&T register for PE has been attached for your reference (App.1) The following steps should be followed to identify G&T pupils.

1. Using the Assessment Core Tasks and Level Descriptors defined by William De Ferrers Partnership, or your own assessment procedures, assess the levels of children in all areas of PE at Key Stage 2. 


2. Send the attached letter (App. 2) out to all parents of children in Key Stage 2. Using the returned results, identify any child who:

· has been part of a School Sport Partnership Team at a County Final

· is a County Team or Squad member/ School of Excellence/ Academy Club member/ District Team Member

· represents an International National Governing Body Team/ is a National Squad member/Regional Team or Squad Member

Add them to the register and identify them as (TASS).
3. Once you have identified TASS, then include the level of their talent using the attached guidance (App. 3). Please note the evidence required for pupils at each Level. 

4. Send a copy of the PE G&T register to the Partnership so that we are aware of talented athletes within our Partnership and can then look to increase the provision for those children outside of PE lessons.
